Problem: Typicality Bias
Causes Mode Collapse

Tell me a joke about coffee
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Solution: Verbalized Sampling (VS) Mitigates Mode Collapse

Different prompts collapse to different modes:

1. Direct Prompting

Tell me a joke about coffee. X5

The most likely joke about coffee
IS one specific joke:
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Why did the coffee file a police report?

Because it got mugged! < output x1
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Why did the coffee file a police report?
Because It got muggead! &< output x2

Why did the coffee file a police report?
Because it got mugged! ®'< output x3

Why did the coffee file a police report?

Because It got mugged! &< output x4
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Why did the coffee file a police report?
