We won't charge interest on any purchases shown in your statement if you pay the full
transaction balance by the payment due date. If you have an instalment plan, for that to
apply, you'll also need to pay the monthly instalment and fee by the due date. If you don't
pay the transaction balance in full, we charge interest on all transactions from the date they
were added to the account (and not just on the unpaid balance).

On cash transactions and balance transfers

Cash transactions include cash withdrawals and cash related payments such as buying
travellers’ cheques, foreign currency, purchasing money orders and other similar payments.
Interest will be charged from the date each transaction is added to your account until the
amount you owe us has been paid in full.

Estimated interest

This is an estimate of the interest you'll have to pay next month. It assumes: 1) you only pay
the minimum due, 2) you pay on the due date, 3) there are no more cash transactions or
balance transfers before your next statement, 4) you don’t change your statement date, and

Daily interest

Recurring transactions
