The Bureau is elected based on the principle of equitable geographical distribution — one member 

of the Bureau is elected from each of the regions represented on the Commission. The Bureau 

serves for two years, to the extent possible. This is achieved by electing the Bureau for a period of 

one year and re-electing those members of the Bureau who continue to be representatives to the 

Commission at the following session.  
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 2.  Adoption of the agenda and other organizational matters 

 

The items on the provisional agenda and the corresponding documentation were proposed by the 

Commission at its fifty-sixth session (4 - 7 March 2025)1 and were adopted by the Economic and 

Social Council in its decision 2025/315. As per that decision, the Bureau of the Commission was 

entrusted with streamlining and finalizing the agenda. The Bureau has subsequently approved some 

changes. As previously decided in paragraph (e) of its decision 54/114, the Commission supported 

the inclusion of three agenda item types in order to streamline the Commission’s discussions and 

decision-making using the limited time effectively, thus, three types of documentation are included 

in the provisional agenda: for discussion and decision, for decision, and for information. The 

proposed provisional programme of work and timetable for the session is also before the Commission.
